Lent

It lasts for forty days, symbolizing
Jesus Christ's forty days of fasting in the wilderness. During Lent, believers engage in practices
such as prayer, fasting, and almsgiving, seeking to deepen their relationship with God and grow
in spiritual discipline. It's a time to confront personal shortcomings, embrace simplicity, and
focus on the ultimate sacrifice of Jesus. Through introspection and penance, Christians aim to
renew their faith and emerge spiritually refreshed for the celebration of Easter.
