Lent

V.1-2

in songs of never-ending praise:
Blessing and honour and glory and power
are yours for ever and ever. Amen.

The Breaking of Bread and the Communion

The Presider says

Take our hands and work through them;

take our minds and think through them;

take our hearts and set them on fire with love for you.

‘Take up your cross,” the Saviour said, Take up your cross, then, in his strength

‘if you would my disciple be; and calmly every danger brave;

take up your cross with willing heart it guides you to a better home

and humbly follow after me.’ and leads to victory o’er the grave.
