Lent Il
For Jews demand signs and Greeks desire wisdom, but we proclaim Christ crucified, a
stumbling block to Jews and foolishness to Gentiles, but to those who are the called, both Jews
and Greeks, Christ the power of God and the wisdom of God. For God’s foolishness is wiser
than human wisdom, and God’s weakness is stronger than human strength.

The apostle Paul builds on the platform of Jesus’ crucifixion as the basis for showing the power
and wisdom of God and having faith in Jesus Christ. The cross was a problem for the early
church, because only the very worst offenders were crucified. It was a cruel, barbaric and
shameful way to die, but Jesus death on the cross turned around that symbolism to hope and
a sign of the resurrection; that death is not the final word. Through Jesus’ resurrection after his
crucifixion, the world’s values were turned upside down and Christians will always look upon
the cross as Christ’s saving act for the whole world. Such a simple sign and yet so amazingly
powerful and full of promise.
