Morning Prayer

Through Christ let us offer up a sacrifice of praise to God,

the fruit of lips that acknowledge his name.
Hebrews 13.15

Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ!
By his great mercy we have been born anew to a living hope

through the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead.
1 Peter 1.3
These or similar responses are used.

we humbly admit that we need your help.
We have wandered from your way.
We have sinned in thought, word and deed,
and have failed to do what is right.
You alone can save us.
Have mercy on us,
wipe out our sins and teach us to forgive others.
Bring forth in us the fruit of your Spirit
that we may live the new life to your glory.
This we ask in the name of Jesus our Saviour. Amen.



The minister declares God’s forgiveness.
God desires that none should perish,
but that all should turn to Christ, and live.
In response to his call we acknowledge our sins.
God pardons those who humbly repent, and truly believe the gospel.
Therefore we have peace with God, through Jesus Christ. Amen.

Therefore, my brothers and sisters, whom I love and long for, my joy and
crown, stand firm in the Lord in this way, my beloved.

I urge Euodia and I urge Syntyche to be of the same mind in the Lord. Yes, and
I ask you also, my loyal companion, help these women, for they have struggled
beside me in the work of the gospel, together with Clement and the rest of my
co-workers, whose names are in the book of life.

Rejoice in the Lord always; again I will say, Rejoice. Let your gentleness be
known to everyone. The Lord is near. Do not worry about anything, but in
everything by prayer and supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be
made known to God. And the peace of God, which surpasses all understand-
ing, will guard your hearts and your minds in Christ Jesus.

Finally, beloved, whatever is true, whatever is honourable, whatever is just,
whatever is pure, whatever is pleasing, whatever is commendable, if there is any
excellence and if there is anything worthy of praise, think about these things.
Keep on doing the things that you have learned and received and heard and
seen in me, and the God of peace will be with you.
May your word live in us
and bear much fruit to your glory.

Once more Jesus spoke to them in parables, saying: “The kingdom of heaven
may be compared to a king who gave a wedding banquet for his son. He sent
his slaves to call those who had been invited to the wedding banquet, but they
would not come. Again he sent other slaves, saying, “Tell those who have been
invited: Look, I have prepared my dinner, my oxen and my fat calves have
been slaughtered, and everything is ready; come to the wedding banquet.” But
they made light of it and went away, one to his farm, another to his business,
while the rest seized his slaves, maltreated them, and killed them. The king
was enraged. He sent his troops, destroyed those murderers, and burned their
city. Then he said to his slaves, “The wedding is ready, but those invited were
not worthy. Go therefore into the main streets, and invite everyone you find
to the wedding banquet.” Those slaves went out into the streets and gathered
all whom they found, both good and bad; so the wedding hall was filled with
guests.

‘But when the king came in to see the guests, he noticed a man there who was
not wearing a wedding robe, and he said to him, “Friend, how did you get in
here without a wedding robe?” And he was speechless. Then the king said to
the attendants, “Bind him hand and foot, and throw him into the outer dark-
ness, where there will be weeping and gnashing of teeth” For many are called,
but few are chosen’ For the Gospel of the Lord:

NOTICE OF REVISION OF PARISH ELECTORAL ROLL
Parish of Gisborne

The parish electoral roll of this parish will be revised by the parish electoral committee
commencing on September 24th, 2020 and applications for enrolment will close on Friday 16th
October, 2020.

The Parish Governance Act 2013 provides that parish electoral roll is to contain the names of
people who are of at least eighteen years of age and who—

(a) are baptised;

(b) regularly and habitually attend public worship at a worship centre in the parish;

(c) have signed an application seeking to be included on the roll and declaring that—

(i) they are a member of the Anglican Church of Australia or of a church in
communion with the Anglican Church of Australia;

(i) they are not a member of any church which is not in communion with the
Anglican Church of Australia; and

(iii) they are not on the parish electoral roll of any other parish or any

Authorised Anglican Congregation in the Diocese other than a roll from
which they wish their name to be removed.
The parish electoral roll as revised will be displayed 14 days prior to the annual meeting. A
person must be on the parish electoral roll to vote at the annual meeting.
